



Hundred Acre How To’s



(How to get along in the Hundred Acre Wood)

*Note: The bold items are our rules; the plain items are procedures

Rule # 1: Respect yourself and others every day.
Answer adults with, “yes, mam”, “no, mam”, “yes, sir”, or “no, sir”.

Always say please, thank you, and your welcome.

If someone is speaking, look at them. If someone is speaking, do not raise your hand.

If you have a question, raise your hand. If you are answering a question, respond with respect.

If you sneeze, cough, or burp, cover your mouth with the palm of your hand and say, “excuse me”.
If you win (or get a great grade on an assignment), do not brag. If you lose, do not show anger.

Keep your body parts (hands, feet, etc.) to yourself.  Respect others personal space.

If you bump into someone, even if it is not your fault, say, “excuse me”.

If you ask for a reward, you will not get one.  Rewards are for a job well done and not an obligation.
Rule # 2: Respect our classroom and school community every day.
Keep your desk, cubby and classroom floor clean at all times.

Learn the names of the adults in the school and greet them, except when in line. When in line you may smile and wave only.

Flush the toilet. Wash your hands for 10 seconds and dry them with ONE paper towel. Check the floor and toilet in the restroom before you leave. Turn out the light and leave the door OPEN.

If we have a visitor come into our class, keep working. I or the helper will take care of them.

Always open a door for the other person.

Always enter a building or room without talking. Be respectful of the people that were in the room before you got there.

When in line, face forward, fold your hands and do not talk. Walk on the right of the hallway.

Rule # 3: Be a good listener every day.
During an assembly, do not speak and do not look around the room at other classes. Keep your hands folded in your lap and pay attention to the speaker. We will clap and not yell out or make rude noises.

When we are watching a movie, sit with your hands folded and be quiet.

Listen when others are speaking and do not interrupt.

Rule # 4: Follow directions the FIRST time they are given every day.
Be ready for the task at hand in to seconds.

When directions are given, follow them immediately.

Rule # 5: Be the BEST that you can be every day.
Homework (due on Friday), plan sheets, and money will be turned in without exceptions.

Have a good attitude, don’t let one color move ruin the entire day.

Accept that you are going to make mistakes. Learn from them and go on.

Always be HONEST, you get in less trouble that way.
**** We will practice our rules and procedures every day. For the first week of school, students will practice moving colors when they break a rule. On the daily plan sheet for the first week, you will not see a color moved, but will see working on rule # ___. We will practice and discuss our rules and procedures during character counts lessons as well.
