Purpose:  The study of current events ensures that we stay informed about the situations that are developing around us.  Think of it this way, today’s news is tomorrow’s history.   
Focus:  We will focus on news of events from around the world. 
Directions:  When assigned current events for homework you are expected to report on 1 news worthy event from outside the United States.   
Sources:  The information that you collect can be obtained from many sources.  Acceptable sources are the Internet, the radio, television, magazines, and newspapers.
Format:  Record your current event on a single sheet of paper, typed or neatly written, in the following format:

When did the news take place?

What happened? (3 sentence minimum)  
Reflection:

What do you think about the event? (2 sentence minimum)
The heading and parts should be recorded on your current event.  Only the answers to the questions and not the questions themselves should be recorded.

Tip:  If you plan to type your current events weekly, create a template of the heading and parts then save.  Each week simply open the document and answer the questions.
*Note:  News on sports, entertainment or general pop culture is not acceptable news to report on.
