2D Art 2 Course Description:
Course Description: This year-long, intermediate-level class promotes the enjoyment and appreciation of art as students strengthen their use of media and techniques to create both teacher-assigned and self-directed two-dimensional (2-D) artworks, which may include drawing, painting, printmaking, collage, and more.  Students regularly reflect on aesthetics and issues related to art and reinforce knowledge of the structural elements of art and organizational principles of design, manipulating them to create works of art that are progressively more innovative.  They use increasingly sophisticated oral and written analytical and problem-solving skills to improve their work and that of their peers, self-diagnosing and selecting solutions to art challenges based on their growing structural, historical, and cultural knowledge.  Students analyze and honor the art of Western and non-Western cultures, comparing art styles and the people and other influences that molded them, which informs their own choices when creating works of art.  As they work, students develop and apply 21st-century skills that will help them be successful after high school graduation, including time management, self-assessment, the ability to solve problems, the ability to perceive both the whole of an idea or concept and its parts, and critical analysis.

Drawing/Painting Media:

· Collage and mixed media
· Pencil, graphite, charcoal, ink
· Color pencils, oil pastels
· Watercolor, acrylic paint
· Printmaking

Sketchbooks: 
Students should have a spiral bound 9x12 sketchbook to work in daily to develop ideas, solve compositional problems, to journal, and to evaluate artwork. Draw/Paint 2 students are expected to participate in an oral critique with classmates during their projects and at the completion of their projects.

Cultural Event:
One “Cultural Event” must be completed per semester. The handout to be completed is available on the class CHS website under class downloads.

Grades: Students will receive grades for
· Projects
· Sketchbook
· Participation: daily work ethic, critiques, group work, studio maintenance
· Art History assignments: reading/writing/analyzing works of art
· Critiques (written and verbal)
· Cultural visit –museum visit or approved art event 




Expectations: 
Art students should show a desire to improve their skills, must be involved in class work and discussions and be willing to rework assignments that need additional work. Participation includes cleaning up work spaces, having a good attitude, participating in class discussions as well as being present and working each day.  Students are responsible for finishing their projects on time and turning them in to the proper location.  Critique dates and deadlines must be adhered to. Students who do not participate in the critique process will receive a zero for that critique. 

Communication: 
Students may schedule time before or after school to discuss problems or to seek additional assistance outside of class time. Additional studio time is available beginning at 8:30 each morning (Wednesday a.m. the studio is not open before school). We will be using Edmodo.com so students may contact the teacher outside of school via email or through Edmodo.

Contests and Exhibitions & Artwork: 
The Creekside Art Department seeks opportunities to exhibit the work of our talented students in the community and at the school district level. Throughout the year student work may be submitted to contests, competitions and placed on display in community and school shows. Because of this, the Art Department may keep student work for up to two years.
